The Rubber Bowl

Opened in 1940, The University of Akron’s Rubber Bowl ties for largest football stadium in the Mid-
American Conference, and is the third largest collegiate stadium in the state of Ohio. With current
capacity at 31,000, The Bowl is runnerup to Ohio State’s Ohio Stadium which packs in 101,568.

As far as MAC stadiums go, the Rubber Bowl is tied with UB Stadium (Buffalo) as the largest in terms
of seating capacity.

Prior to the start of the ‘94 season, the University Board of Trustees authorized funds of about
$750,000 to fix the facilities’ drainage system and apply new artificial turf to the floor of the Zips’
football home. The stadium also got a complete paint job and the seats were refurbished.

A new AstroPlay surface was installed prior to the 2003 season, giving the Zips a state-of-the-art field.
